5) POSTERS MUST BE on 14 x 22 Poster Board Paper. Any other paper format will be
disqualified.

6) Entries must be clearly marked, on the back, and grouped by age group with a paper clip or
divider.

7) Individual participants can mail in their own entries but must indicate parish affiliation and
city and state.

8) All entries must have the student’s name, address, parish name, grade level and age (CLEARLY
WRITTEN OR TYPED.)
